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In the face of looming disaster, Pollen, an interstellar traveler from the far
reaches of space, is dispatched to Earth in order to warn mankind of the
potentially tragic ramifications of its eco-unfriendly behavior. His mission is clear:
to convince humans that they must learn to live in harmony with nature in order
to reverse the ongoing havoc that they continue to wreak on the environment.
Accompanying Pollen on his quest is a mysterious living ring with powers
unimaginable - and therein lies the rub: certain influential members of the very
race he was sent to save soon plot to steal the ring and use it for their own self-
serving gain, thereby defeating the purpose of Pollen’s rescue mission. So, the
noble “Green Messiah” ultimately finds himself in a race against time to spare the
lives of those hell-bent on their own destruction...

Engaging and insightful, Pollen And The Ring Of Harmony is a
powerfully gripping read. In it, author Francis Williams successfully manages to
appeal to readers from all backgrounds regarding the fragile state of our global
environment - without coming off as preachy or overly pedantic. Instead, Williams
convincingly relays sound, cogent points about the destructive legacy of mankind,
each of which anyone will find it difficult to contend. Furthermore, Williams
manages to boost the overall appeal of Pollen by framing his compelling tale in
the form of a suspense thriller, thereby edifying and entertaining readers at the
same time.

Subtly poignant and potent, Pollen And The Ring Of Harmony is a
highly imaginative literary treat. Kudos to Williams for crafting such a timely, much
needed reminder of what our real collective priorities should be.
